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SPEND THE SUMMER CHOOSING PEACE WITH ME!

The first step to being a vessel of peace is making the commitment to choose and presence
peace in all our thoughts, words and actions. The next step is then living that commitment -
actually choosing and presencing peace as the underlying response to all of life. That continual
process of choosing and presencing strengthens our capacity to be a living vessel - one who
both embodies and transmits peace.

Making the commitment seems the easy part, yes? The living of it -- now there’s the challenge!
To help support you in this regard, | am pleased to announce our first VoP
email/teleconference course: Choosing Peaceful Thoughts, Words and Actions.

As a college student, | loved taking a class in the summer. | could focus deeply on one subject,
really “get” it, and yet still have time to enjoy the more relaxed pace and activities of the
season. This new VoP class is designed with a similar intention: to enable you to really go deep
into this essential peace embodiment practice - choosing peaceful thoughts, words, and actions
- yet do so at a comfortable pace, using an efficient format that adapts nicely to your summer
schedule.

Here’s how it will work:

Each month of the summer we will focus on one of the elements of choosing peace: Choosing
Peaceful Thoughts in June, Choosing Peaceful Words in July and Choosing Peaceful Actions in
August. At the beginning of each month, | will send out an initial email lesson that presents the
key points about choosing peace that we will be exploring that month. Then once a week for
the rest of that month, | will email a brief exercise that takes you deeper into an embodied
experience of each of those points. You will be applying these exercises in your everyday life.

This is not an academic approach, but rather is about acquiring a “lived understanding” of your
own patterns of choosing (or not choosing) peace and adapting those patterns, where needed,
to more fully align with and support your intention to be a vessel of peace. You will be
encouraged to share your experiences, insights, etc with the class - either through emails to
the list or via posting on a special blog page that will be provided just for this class.
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There also will be two teleconference calls each month - one halfway through and one at the
end - in which we have the chance to discuss the lessons and our experiences of working with
them. Each call will conclude with a guided meditation to anchor more deeply, the choosing
peace “vibration” with which we are working. Participating in both calls each month is
optional, but taking part in one a month is recommended to get the fullest experience and
benefit of the course.

The first lesson will be sent out the week of June 5th and the last lesson, the week of August
22nd. Suggested donation for the class is $40.
